In case of expiry or termination of the contract and in accordance with Article 14.3, [“Customer_Name”] may be granted a buy-out (credit).

The buy-out (credit) amount shall be calculated adding:
For each module:

· the *buy-out reference rate multiplied by the number of hours consumed since last Overhaul or TSN and using the **Weighting Methodology,

For each Life Limited Part:

· the price of the new Life Limited Part multiplied by the number of Cycles consumed divided by the life limit of the part,
Definitions:

*     the buy-out reference rate shall be defined using the ratio of XXX % agreed and used at Contract signature to determine the Buy-In reference rate (see here above Buy-In calculation) and by applying this ratio of XXX% to the SBH rate in force at the date of expiry or termination.
